WHAT IS  NEP?

• COUNCIL DIRECTED, CITY-FUNDED, CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS 
PROGRAM

• PROVIDES RESIDENTS OPPORTUNITY TO PROPOSE AND 
SELECT ENHANCEMENT PROJECTS FOR THEIR INDIVIDUAL 
AREA

• $5 MILLION BUDGET DISTRIBUTED AMONG 14 DESIGNATED 
NEIGHBORHOOD AREAS

• AREA FUNDS ALLOTED BASED ON THE NUMBER OF 
HOUSEHOLDS IN EACH NEIGHBORHOOD AREA.

• ROTATES THROUGH THE 14 NEIGHBORHOOD AREAS OVER 
SEVEN YEAR PERIOD (2015-2022)

• CURRENTLY EIGHT NEP PROJECTS IN PROGRESS IN THE CITY 
IN FOUR NEIGHBORHOOD AREAS
